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B Zusammenfassung
Bilder der Enfremdung und Errettung

- Zu Kracauers Theorie der Films
und der filmischen Bilder

Blhne Zweifel gehort Siegfried Kracauer neben Balazs,
Arnheim und Benjamin zu jenen Kklassischen Denkern iiber
den Film, die fiir die gegenwirtige theoretische Reflexion
iiber bewegende Bilder technischer Medien noch von groBer
Bedeutung sind. Nicht nur in bezug auf die sog. realistische
Filmtheorie, sondern auch auf die psychoanalytische,
gesellschaftskritische und phdnomenologische Theorie des
Films hat seine Analyse von Eigentiimlichkeiten des Films
und der filmischen Bilder kaum an Brisanz und Aktualitit
verloren. So soll sie in der vorliegenden Abhandlung
eingehend rekonstruiert und diskutiert werden, und zwar
besonders hinsichtlich folgender Fragen: Wodurch zeichnet
sich der Film nach Kracauer als ein neues Medium im
Gegensatz zu anderen herkommlichen kiinstlerischen Formen
besonders aus? Welche eigentiimliche Merkmale schreibt er
den technisch (re)produzierten Bildern wie Photos oder
Filmbildern zu? Auf welche ontologische bzw. kulturphilosophische
Sinngebung lauft seine Reflexion und Bestimmung der
filmischen Bilder letztlich hinaus?

In einem ersten Schritt zeichnet diese Abhandlung die
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kulturhistorische Stellung des Films nach; dieser wird von
Kracauer als ein Medium angesehen, das dem infolge der
rasanten Entwicklung vieler positivistischen Wissenschaften
im 19. Jahrhundert dominant gewordenen abstrahierend-abstrakten
Weltverhiltnis auf einzigartige Weise entspricht. Dann
werden in einem zweiten Teil die sog. fiinf Affinititen unter
die Lupe genommen, die dem Gehalt nach nichts anderes
als innige wechselseitig bedingende Zusammenhinge zwischen
filmischen Bildern und kapitalistisch-groBstadtischer Realitat
darstellen.

Der dritte Teil behandelt Kracauers Uberlegungen zu der
Art und Weise, wie der Zuschauer die filmische Bilder
rezipiert. Seine Kernthese besteht darin, daB diese weniger
anhand des intellektuellen Vermogens verstanden werden als
auf Sinnesorgane, Instinkte sowie unbewufte Regionen des
Zuschauers unmittelbar einwirken. Aber gerade deshalb kann
ein ernsthafter Filmtheoretiker nicht umhin, populdre Filme zu
bestimmten Zeiten einer soziokulturellen und ideologiekritischen
Reflexion zu unterziehen, was der vierte Teil zum Inhalt hat.
Und dies ist der Grund, warum Kracauer in Weimerer Zeit
unzihlige scharfsichtige Filmkritiken in Frankfurter Zeitungen
und solche Werke wie From Caligari To Hitler(1947) verfaBt
hat. SchlieBlich steht in einem letzten fiinften Teil das
aporetische, aber um so mehr schwerwiegende Problem des
ontologischen = Charakters der photographischen oder
filmischen Bilder zur Debatte. Fiir Kracauer sind diese
grundsitzlich Produkte einer entfremdeten Sichtweise des
technischen Apparates. Trotzdem wohnt ihnen die Moglichkeit
inne, bedeutmmgsleere Naturfundamente der kapitalistisch
-groBstadtischen Realitit zu entlarven und deren wesentliche
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Vorlaufigkeit sichtbar zu machen. Deshalb vergleicht
Kracauer die filmischen Bilder dem Spielgelbild vom Haupt
der Medusa; wie dieses Bild Perseus sollen jene auf der
Leinwand den Zuschauer befihigen, Angst vor grauenhaften
Erlebnissen und Ereignissen zu iiberwinden und sich auf
ihre Bedeutung zu besinnen.
